4. You‟ll find yourself supported by the community while on your quest for leadership in many 

ways.  Being a Girl Scout will open many doors. 
 
5. Having your family members pitch in to help with your project can be fun!  It can be a 

positive time spent working together. 
 
6. Believe it or not, younger girls will look up to you when you earn that award.  Are you 

prepared to help mentor someone?
