o Pineland Cabins - Rustic cabins with bunk beds.  Accommodates up to 28. 

• Camp Happy Valley - Fairfield: 

o Sunrise - Modern lodge with bunk beds.  Accommodates up to 24. 

• Camp Small Valley - Halifax: 

o Mattis Lodge East - Modern lodge with mats on the floor.  Accommodates up to 30.
